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Key Considerations for Selection of Management

e WPC Vision and Goals

— may add MPs as basic practices to improve
conservation or water quality

e Scale

— depends on RAs, multiple jurisdictions, existing
facilities and permits

e Timing or immediacy of need
— Immediate needs will likely need more attention

* Level of specificity of detall

— more detall required for immediate needs, less for
future requirements
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MP Screening Approaches

* Define Screening Criteria — based on
vision and goals

e Use criteria to score MPs —
— simple gualitative ranking

— more complex methods using weighting of
criteria, performance measures, and scoring
of MPs

e Simple voting and documentation of basis
of decision
